I am so happy and excited to be the 5™" Grade Band Director again this year and | can’t wait to
see and hear my students from last year! Also, it’s not too late to join 5th grade Band. Yes, you
can learn an instrument this year even if you did not start last year!

Here is some initial information about 5" grade Band. My plan is to start small group instruction
classes during the week of September 19, 2022. These small groups will meet during the school
day on a pull-out basis during non-graded class time such as Keyboarding/Spanish. If necessary
due to Band sign up numbers, some pull-out groups may meet during Learning Lab time with
classroom teacher permission. In the past (before the pandemic), we would also have full
ensemble rehearsal once per week. Currently, plans are in the works for a 1x per week Full
Ensemble rehearsal during the school day. I'll keep you posted!

Music masks are optional this year, but bell covers will be used on the instruments. (flute and
percussion do not use bell covers).
