Staff training is ongoing in the Glendora Unified School District. The district calendar includes two orientation days prior to the start of the school year in 
August, one staff development day in Fall, and one staff development days in Spring. Staff development is ongoing and takes place throughout the year, 
by use of academic coaches, release time for teacher self-selected learning and collaboration, in-class coaching, and use of early-out and late-start days.  
Professional Development is planned by a joint committee of teachers and administrators, using student achievement and other data, including teacher 
needs assessments and state requirements.
