Graduation diplomas awarded by the School District of Abbotsford shall be based on learning achievement rather than on the amount of time students spent in attendance.

Each student successfully completing a prescribed Abbotsford High School Program shall, upon the recommendation of the High School Principal and approval of the School Board, be presented with a diploma certifying graduation.  Diplomas will be signed by the principal, the district administrator and the school board president.

The credit requirements for an Abbotsford High School diploma shall include the following twenty-four (24) credits:

4 credits of English

3 credits of Social Science

3 credits of Mathematics

2 credits of Science

1 1/2 credits of Physical Education

1 credit of Computer Applications

½ credit of Personal Finance

9 credits of electives
Beginning with the graduating class of 2017, the credit requirements for an Abbotsford High School diploma shall include the following twenty-four (24) credits:

4 credits of English

3 credits of Social Science

3 credits of Mathematics

3 credits of Science

1 1/2 credits of Physical Education

1 credit of Computer Applications

½ credit of Personal Finance

8 credits of electives

State mandated 1/2 credit of health and civics is fulfilled by the required course in middle school.  
All students are required to take a minimum of six credits per year. Only in special cases, after consultation with the counselor and principal, will students be allowed to take less than the normal load.
