In a collaborative environment of students, teachers, parents and the community, Central Elementary School will provide a flexible, safe, nurturing, and positive atmosphere for each child to learn and grow socially, emotionally and academically.


	Central Elementary School is a two section K-5 elementary school with approximately 270 students enrolled.  In addition, Central is also the host site of the district’s special needs preschool and the district’s K-5 social skills program.  The school is accessible to students, staff, and parents with physical handicaps.  All classrooms and the library are equipped with the wiring required for quick internet access at a minimum of four internet ports per room and telephone hookups.  We have a fully functioning computer lab with 26 computers and one wireless lab with 44 computers available for students and staff.


	The Central Elementary Enhancement Team (CEET) serves as the school improvement team.  The past couple of years the CEET’s most active committees have been the math and reading committees.  A direct result of these committees and the members’ efforts has been that Central has made adequate yearly progress on the Dakota STEP evaluations every year. 	 


Central’s staff consists of 27 full-time and 18 part-time teachers and assistants.  A school nurse, special education director, curriculum director and a school psychologist are available.  The faculty averages 15.3 years of teaching experience with six teachers holding masters degrees.

CONCLUSIONS: 





Central Elementary staff adheres to the district’s school improvement times. The first Wednesday of each month is dedicated to reading. Staff members meet in small groups to discuss recent literature addressing reading and writing concerns with today’s students. The third Wednesday of each month is dedicated to math. Staff members work on interpreting the four step problem solving plan and the implementation of cognitive guided instruction problems.





Central Elementary also holds weekly reading and math after school camps for those students identified as low-proficient or high-basic students. Time is spent reinforcing skills taught in class as well as reviewing content standards. 





Central Elementary is involved in South Dakota Counts and has a teacher leader that staff can meet with, get ideas from and help when needed.
