NATURE OF COURSE:
Meets district graduation requirement as one of three courses in 

mathematics.

Meets UC/CSU a-g requirement in electives.
With a grade of C- or better this course is a pre-requisite for AP Calculus.

PREREQUISITE:
Grade of B+ or better in Algebra II or Grade of C- or better in Math Analysis (or placement score)  and  teacher recommendation.


DESCRIPTION:
This is a 11th/12th grade course for students intending to take college level or AP Calculus. Content emphasize on the trigonometry, mathematical analyses, probability and statistics, analytic geometry, matrices, limits, and introduction to calculus.
COURSE GOALS:
Key math analysis and trigonometric skills and concepts, as outlined by the California 

Mathematics Content Standards, are addressed as students learn to:
· solve, graph, and model real life problems with linear, quadratics, polynomial, exponential, logarithmic, complex rational functions, and trigonometric functions
· rewrite and evaluate trigonometric functions using sum and difference formulas, product, and sum formulas, multi-angle formulas, power reducing formulas, half-angle formulas
· perform operations with matrices

· find parametric and symmetric equations of lines in space

· estimate limits, use properties and operations of limits, evaluate limits at infinity, and find limits of sequences 

· find the derivatives and integrals of functions

The first time you are assigned this class you will be required to stay in the class for one full week.  If you agree to do your homework without the Mandatory Homework Class, you will be released after signing an agreement to do your homework.  If you continue to choose not to do your homework, the next time you will be assigned for a minimum of 3 weeks. 

ABSENCES:              Students are held responsible for work and notes missed during absences. If absent on a quiz day, students should expect to make-up the assessment on the day they return to class, or on the specified make-up date after school. 

TESTS/QUIZZES:
Tests are given at the end of each unit and quizzes are given every two to three sections. Student may retake a maximum of 1 test each semester for full credit.
