I. Course Title: AP Statistics

II. Required books and class materials: Textbook (The Practice of Statistics, 4e, Yates) will be assigned to each student and must be brought to class each day. The students will be responsible for any lost or damaged text.

III. Student Supply Requirements: A folder or binder for storing papers, paper, pencils, red grading pen, Expo marker, 1 pkg 3x5 cards, graphing calculator TI-83, TI-84 or TI-84 Plus preferred, (TI-89 or TI-nSpire are allowed but not recommended, unless you purchase the TI-nSpire with a TI-84 faceplate).  Calculators can be rented from the school with a $20 deposit; students will be responsible for lost or damaged calculators.  An additional 3-ring binder will be needed to store notes outside of class.
IV. Rationale for the course:  AP Statistics is the high school equivalent of a one semester, introductory college course.  Three credits of college-level statistics (and $100 cash) can be earned through a qualifying score on the AP Statistics test in May.
V. Course Description: In this course, students develop strategies for collecting, organizing, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from data.  Students design, administer, and tabulate results from surveys and experiments. Probability and simulations aid students in constructing models for chance behavior. Sampling distributions provide the logical structure for confidence intervals and hypothesis tests.  Students use a TI graphing calculator, Minitab or Statcato statistical software, and Web-based java applets to investigate statistical concepts.  To develop effective statistical communication skills, students are required to prepare written and oral analyses of real data.

VI. MOST IMPORTANT LEARNER OUTCOMES:

In AP Statistics, students are expected to learn

Skills

· To produce convincing oral and written statistical arguments, using appropriate terminology, in a variety of applied settings.

· When and how to use technology to aid them in solving statistical problems

Knowledge

· Essential techniques for producing data (surveys, experiments, observational studies), analyzing data (graphical & numerical summaries), modeling data (probability, random variables, sampling distributions), and drawing conclusions from data (inference procedures – confidence intervals and significance tests)

Habits of mind

To become critical consumers of published statistical results by heightening their awareness of ways in which statistics can be improperly used to mislead, confuse, or distort the truth.

· Daily practice and notes will be assigned and submitted.  Students have one practice quiz in preparation for each test.  In addition to chapter activities, three project-based learning opportunities and presentations occur throughout the year.

·    Summative assessments will occur at the end of each unit.  Test corrections are available for 25% credit.
·  In the case of absence(s), students will be allowed the number of days absent to complete any make-up work. 

· We will use online statistics software at statcato.org and Minitab statistics software.
· Filled-in notes pages, classroom discussions, and lectures/Power Points can be accessed through Google classroom.
· I encourage students to communicate with me if they ever have problems or questions in the course.
· There are three Saturday study sessions to help students better prepare for the AP exam—one in the fall and two in the spring.  An experienced statistics presenter and AP grader will provide the training.
· It is my expectation that every student enrolled in AP statistics can successfully earn college credit via the AP Statistics test on May 12, 2016.
