The Outsiders passage analysis

11. [INTRO] I think S.E. Hinton’s purpose was to reveal conflict, which I think she did very effectively.  …..Hinton revealed the conflict by using dialogue which I think is more effective than narration because with dialogue you get to hear the conversation first hand rather than hearing it the way the person telling you remembers it.

14. [INTRO] This passage is a rather ineffective one.  The author is obviously trying to develop characters as well as provide background, but she is ineffective in both of them.  The narrator does not sound like a fourteen-year-old boy, and it is especially obvious that a teenage girl wrote this.  Her descriptions are muddled and pointless, and the whole passage has an air of immaturity.

15. Hinton’s syntax, though carrying the basic style of directness used thought the book, is especially effective here.  Through her choppiness, she creates pace which adds to the suspense and supplies PB with a somewhat realistic voice.  The pace slows in the last sentence sealing off the paragraph with uncertainty.  She leaves one wanting to see the outcome of the scene and is therefore quite effective at building suspense.

16. [INTRO] The passage above is ineffective, showing S.E. Hinton’s immaturity and incapability to grasp the reality of boyhood.  While she attempts to create an atmosphere of excitement and develop a character’s background, she lacks exposure to the manner in which a gangster is likely to act and therefore fails.

17. [CONCLUSION] Hinton is capable of being both effective and ineffective as she writes.  Her choice in diction is strong in the first passage but weak in the second, and though a reality check may be in store for her at some times, she can certainly build suspense and atmosphere.
