Mrs. Nunes reported that parent surveys that were generated through the state were handed out this past month to get feedback on the preschool program. 





Chatom Union School District
Mrs. Olvera reported that the January enrollment was 600, there has been a slight decline of enrollment over the past couple of months. PTC held their annual Holiday Breakfast on December 10th that was shared with Chatom family members and special guest, Santa Claus. Chatom Elementary and Mountain View Middle School both presented their holiday programs, in which the students danced, and sung Christmas songs. The District is still in the process of exploring options to retro fit building bracing in the bus shed to accommodate the newly purchased bus. In compliance with the Williams Settlement, there were no Williams Settlements (UCP) for the months of October, November, and December of 2016.
