Reading Project #1 Instructions DUE TUESDAY SEPT. 28
Using the book you have read the past four weeks and have completed reading logs on, please complete the following project:

Paper Bag Book Reports
Instructions: create a paper bag book report using an ordinary paper bag – (gift bag, fast food bag, shopping bag, lunch bag, etc…).  

· decorate the bag including: 

· the title 

· the author

· short summary
· TWO OF THE FOLLOWING:

· an important passage

· character descriptions

· theme

· conflict.  

· Students should choose 5-7 items to place in the bag to represent significant events or characters from the book. For example, "Goldilocks and the Three Bears" might call for a soupspoon, a thermometer, a piece of doll house furniture, an ad for running shoes, etc. 
· Include a piece of paper in the bag that lists each item in the bag and explains the importance of each item
· Students, after filling and decorating their bags, present them to the class. 

Students present their projects starting on Tuesday, September 28 in detail, to the class - first explaining the outside of their bags and then explaining each of the items inside.
