A. Chains, Laurie Halse Anderson
At the start of the Revolutionary War, Isabel is sold to a cruel loyalist family even though her former owner has promised her freedom. Faced with the choice of working for or against the British, Isabel chooses to work with anyone who can help her.

B. The Secret of Sarah Revere, Ann Rinaldi
Thirteen-year old Sarah Revere knows her father is a hero. But, she knows that Paul Revere guards a secret about the start of the Revolutionary War that he’ll tell no one – not his new wife, not his best friend, or even his trusted daughter.
