	Course Description:


	Advanced Placement Human Geography serves as an introduction to the study of geography as a social science by emphasizing the relevance of geographic concepts to human problems. This course approaches geography as the science of location, with emphasis on spatial patterns of human activities. The concepts of population, cultural patterns and processes, political organization of space, agriculture and rural land use, industrialization and economic development, cities and urban land use form the core of the course. AP Human Geography is presented as an academic equivalent to an introductory college course and consequently colleges may give credit to those scoring a 3, 4, or 5 on the AP Exam. (AP Test Date: Tuesday, May 6, 2021 @ NOON)
