Learning Lab
Course Description: 
Learning Lab is an intensive math intervention program designed to meet the needs of students who are performing below grade level. The math lab curriculum will address individual needs through district math curriculum and direct instruction. The class will also support students who need additional time to complete assignments and homework from other classes and/or need additional support in a small group setting. Students will be expected to use their planner and will receive support and instruction on how to use it. Finally, Learning Lab incorporates a science component that supports science content, literacy, and critical thinking. Instruction will incorporate the Salem/Keizer Literacy Model, WICOR strategies, and Core Standards.

Grading Policies:

Academic grades will reflect student effort in academic success. Students will receive a weekly score for participation and work completion. Students will also receive scores for any additional assignments in the class. At the end of each 6 week grading period and semester, students will receive a Pass/No Pass grade based upon weekly work completion and individual assignment completion. All assignments and assessments that contribute to a student’s overall grade will be graded on a 1point scale.

A work habits grade will be earned based on the student’s ability to come to class on time and prepared to learn and allow others to learn. Students will receive a score for each category; their scores will be averaged, and an overall work habits grade will be assigned accordingly.
