U.S. Government - TEST CORRECTIONS 

What do I do to make corrections?    
· You must have completed a study guide prior to the test.  No study guide?  No test corrections.

· Use your brain and, if necessary, chapter notes/text/notebook to find the correct answer.  Write the correct answer.

· Write why you consider your answer to be correct, by supporting your answer

· Write why you got the answer wrong.  This requires reflection on how you interpreted the question/answer and why you believe your misinterpreted it.

What will I get for making corrections?   
You will get 1/2 point added to your test score for each correct, complete and convincing correction.   Other benefits include reviewing information which confused you, increasing your understanding of history, and improving your multiple choice test taking skills.  (For example, if you receive a 35/55 and you correct 10 incorrect answers, you have the possibility of receiving a 40/55 on your test.)
How long do I have to make corrections? 
You will have 1 week after the exam is taken to make corrections.
Do I have to make corrections?  
No.  You will keep your initial test score. 
What should corrections look like?   

Sample Question:  
James Madison’s Federalist 10 articulated the belief of the Founding Fathers that the Constitution would:
A. Lead to a tyranny of the majority
B. Promote the growth of political parties
C. Control the effects of political factions
D. Allow the states to maintain their preeminence
E. Lead to a tyranny of the minority
Corrections should look like this:

1._C_is the correct answer.  I put B because I thought the Constitution encouraged diversity and different political parties.  I also didn’t understand “preeminence” so I did not choose this answer.  I did not pick the correct answer because I thought Madison warned us against factions.  However, I realized that although Madison did warn us about factions, he stated that a federal or republican form of government would control the factions. 

Will I get credit for every correction I make?  No.  Simply copying or paraphrasing the answer will not earn you any credit.  You must show reasoning or reflection.  Here is an example of how not to do it: 
Question #1:  The answer should be _C_.
