2. According to page 217, summarize what a censor’s job responsibilities might be.

3. According to page 217, provide the different examples of censorship.

4. Turn to page 221 and write the EXACT definition of satire as it appears in the “Literary Elements” box.

5. How does Valenzuela signal to the reader in paragraph one that this story is a satire? Find a quote, introduce the quote, cite the quote with correct MLA and provide commentary (three times the amount of quote).

6. Give one example of humor (humor can be defined as “bizarre” funny, strange, exaggerated, or absurd—it is not always “fall on the floor laughing funny”) that Valenzuela uses in order to satirize the censors. Find a quote, introduce the quote, cite the quote with correct MLA and provide commentary (three times the amount of quote).

7.
