UGES 7th and 8th Grade Allowance/ Incentive Program
Mission: This program is to encourage a combination of academic social and behavioral efforts in our school community. Promoting positive behavior is important for the best learning environment for all. To accomplish this mission, students will incorporate an Allowance program into the C.H.O.I.C.E curriculum. Students will analyze the data collected on a weekly basis during Advisory Class. The information will then be used as a tool for students and teachers to identify areas in which students can set goals to achieve positive outcomes. 

Rewards: Students will be rewarded for positive behavior. At the end of each quarter eligible students will earn an incentive activity/trip. 

Procedure: Students begin everyday in a positive manner with two (2) Allowances. 

· Allowances will be documented on one of the four (4) pass pages in the back of the student’s assignment notebook. Each page represents one (1) quarter, must have the students name on it, and can only be removed by a teacher. Lost/torn out pages will be replaced, will be labeled as a replacement and will result in being documented as an infraction. 

· Teacher’s discretion as to how and when Allowances can be used, such as: bathroom use, getting a drink, going to lockers, and/or for unacceptable behaviors. 

· The following acts are considered unacceptable and will warrant the loss of an Allowance. 

· Disrespectful or disruptive behavior anywhere and anytime on school grounds. 

· Repeated offenses of school/classroom rules. 

· Incomplete homework. (teacher discretion) 

· Students may lose/use one (1) or both (2) Allowances in one day. If a situation occurs where a third (3) Allowance is needed, the student will be sent to the office as an Office Behavior resulting in an Administrative detention being written. 

· Infractions are given in the instance that a student has exhibited a more serious type of behavior, (bullying, gross disrespect, etc.) Documentation labeled as “Infraction” will be on the same pages as the Allowances, but are not interchangeable. Three (3) or more infractions in a quarter may lead to in-school or out-of-school suspensions which will be determined by the Administration. 

· Students who have not lost their Allowance page at the end of the quarter may turn it in for Extra Credit to a class of their choosing. 

· If a student receives three (3) or more infractions or five (5) or more Office Behaviors in a quarter, the student will not be eligible for that quarter’s incentive trip 

· Any F's will disqualify student for incentive trips. 

· Please note all eligibilities for end-of-the-year field-trips still apply.
