Fulford’s Grading Policy
1. I follow the DHS grading scale that is outlined is the DHS student handbook.

2. Weight of Grades

Test –50%

Daily/Homework—30%

Quiz—20%

· An organized notebook is required in my class; students should keep all notes, assignments and maps in notebook

    3.  Any assignments turned in late will automatically have 10 pts. taken off per day and will not be accepted  after 3 days from original due date.

Fulford’s Homework Policy

1. Homework will not be assigned on a regular day-to-day basis.

2. Most homework will consist of class work that was not finished in class.

3. All homework assignments are due the next time class meets (at the beginning of class) unless otherwise specified.

4. It is the responsibility of the student to check Google Classroom for any missed assignments or notes. Homework will almost always be taken for a grade.
5. Throughout the year students will have some at home research projects that take several nights. Students will have plenty of notice before these projects are due.
6.  TEST--- Students will be given at least a two-day notice before test and a study guide will be given before each test.
Make Up Work Policy
If any student misses an assignment/test a zero will automatically be placed in the gradebook for that assignment. Absent students will have seven days to make up any missing assignments or tests. If students fail to make up the assignment in the allotted time frame the zero will remain. It will be the student’s responsibility to check Google Classroom for missing assignments. Mrs. Fulford does not allow test to be made up during class time. Students will have to come after school or at another agreed upon time to make up missing test.  If an assignment /test was announced prior to student’s absences, the students will turn in assignment or take test on the day he/she returns to class.
Plagiarism and Cheating
Cheating, copying and plagiarism are serious acts of academic dishonesty that are not tolerated at Daleville High School.  Students who cheat/plagiarize will receive a zero for the assignment/test. Any student who is caught allowing another student to copy their work will also receive a failing grade for that assignment. This rule will apply to test, essays, projects, worksheets, homework assignments and etc. 

Textbooks
Each teacher only received a class setoff textbooks and for this reason students will not be able to take textbooks home. (Most assignments will be completed in the classroom) Students will still be responsible for the upkeep of the textbooks while in class. If any student is caught damaging or neglecting a textbook he or she will be responsible for paying for a replacement.  Each student will also receive a code so that he or she can access an online version of the textbook at www. Hrw.com. 

Chromebooks

Daleville High School students are NOT allowed to use their own electronic devices during school hours.  During my class students will have access to a Chromebook. Students will use the Chromebook for any research, assignments or to check Google Classroom. 

Schoology
All assignments will be uploaded to Schoology. If you are absent it will be your responsibility to look on Schoology and get missed assignments/notes.  If you are participating in Virtual Learning you should check Schoology every day for assignments.
