1st Grade

	Strand:  Perceiving/Knowing (PE)

	Topic:  
1PE Recognize and describe that people create art and art objects to communicate ideas and serve different purposes.

· Purposes/Functions of Art include: personal, functional (useful such as tables, chairs, cars), decorative (just “looks nice”)
2PE Explore and describe how a selected art object was made.

· Identify the medium (painting, drawing, clay) 

· What does the student think the artist did to make the artwork

3PE Examine one or more cultural and historical artworks and respond to the visual, expressive features in the work.

· Viewing artwork from selected cultures (Africa, Asia…) interpret what the artist is trying to tell a viewer
· How do we know/guess what the artist means (colors, shapes, posture of people…)
http://artsedge.kennedy-center.org/educators/how-to/tipsheets/student-critique.aspx
4PE Identify and point out visual art and design elements and principles in their own artworks and in those of others using art vocabulary.

· Elements of Art: line, shape (square, rectangle, triangle, circle), space (near/far), texture (how does is feel), color (basic such as the rainbow) http://www.projectarticulate.org/principles.php 
· Principles of Art: Emphasis (focal point—what’s the “main part”), Pattern, Movement (what path do your eyes travel around the work) http://www.projectarticulate.org/principles.php 
5PE Identify and discuss what an artist does and find examples of works by artists in their schools and communities.  http://www.bbc.co.uk/programmes/b01rjr1d/clips (short clips of artists at-work, preview to determine those age appropriate)
6PE Generate artmaking ideas from their daily experiences and the environment. 
· Find inspiration and represent personal life and surroundings

	Strand:  Producing/Performing (PR)

	Topic:    
1PR Demonstrate beginning skill and craftsmanship in the use of art materials and tools.

· Student acquires skills necessary to work neatly and cleanup 
· Student uses materials and tools appropriately (such as paint on paper rather than table)

· Student improves fine motor skills when using art materials

2PR Invent imagery and symbols to express thoughts and feelings.

· Student should explain the intended meaning/story while referencing specific parts of the completed artwork

3PR Explore and use a range of subject matter to create original works of art.

· Find inspiration and represent personal surroundings and feelings/emotions
4PR Create an artwork based on observation of familiar objects and scenes. 

· When attempting to draw “realistically” (at a developmentally appropriate level)

· Example: people may appear as a circle head, oval body, and lines for arms and legs
        5PR Use selected art and design elements and principles to explore ideas, feelings and relationships.

· Elements of Art: line, shape (square, rectangle, triangle, circle), space (near/far), texture (how does is feel), color (basic such as the rainbow) http://www.projectarticulate.org/principles.php

6PR Engage in artmaking to produce a work that combines music, movement or dramatic play with visual art.

	Strand:  Responding/Reflecting (RE)

	Topic:  
1RE Recognize and point out the strengths in their artworks and how the work could be improved.
        2RE Revise works of art to a level of personal satisfaction.
        3RE Share their artmaking processes with peers.
        4RE Explain how personal interests and experiences are reflected in the subject matter of artworks.
        5RE Discuss the meanings of visual symbols, images and icons observed in artworks.

· Looking at professional/famous artworks
· Looking at work done by student or peers

        6RE Select an art object and describe its personal, functional or decorative purpose.  
· One or more purposes are applicable in most situations
· Student should explain what led him/her to this conclusion

7RE Describe how elements and principles communicate meaning in works of art. http://www.projectarticulate.org/principles.php
· Emphasis—what is the main part of the artwork 
· Pattern—repetition in an artwork 
· Movement—how the artist “points” to one part of an artwork with another (example: road ends at a building) 
       8RE Express and share their own responses to works of art and consider the responses of others.
