
Visual Arts “Intermediate” Assessment for Advancement

Students wishing to advance from Beginning Level coursework to Proficient (Honors) OR students entering high school at the Intermediate Level that would like to advance to  Proficient (Honors) as Freshmen will be required to pass the Intermediate Assessment for Advancement in order to be enrolled at this level.  The Intermediate Assessment for Advancement consists of three parts - a (50) question multiple choice written assessment, a digital portfolio of (8) works of original art, and a typed essay.  Below are the requirements for each of these components.

Multiple Choice Assessment

Students will be administered the (50) question multiple choice assessment by their current art teacher.  (Digital portfolios and essays will be turned in to their current art teacher.)  Questions on the assessment reflect content requirements for the Visual Arts Intermediate Essential Standards.  Students that score 80% or higher have demonstrated mastery of the content requirements of Visual Arts Intermediate Essential Standards.

Digital Portfolio of (8) Works of Art

Student portfolios should consist of (8) works of original art created by the student since the 6th grade.  

All portfolios should be submitted in digital form on a CD or thumb drive clearly labeled with the student’s name, school, and grade level.  

Images should be formatted as .jpeg, .gif, or .tif. 

Artworks included in the portfolio should represent work in a variety of media.  Students are encouraged to include drawings, paintings, prints, photography, sculpture, and digital work.  Students are encouraged to show examples of both color and black and white work.

Portfolios are evaluated by a panel WS/FCS High School Visual Arts teachers using a standardized rubric.  Students that demonstrate mastery of Visual Arts Intermediate Standards in art production will receive a passing score of at least “80”.

Written Essay

Students are required to include a typed essay (up to 3 pages) along with the digital portfolio.  The essay should include:

1. A description of the process used in the creation of one of the works included in the digital portfolio.

2. A written critique of one of the artworks included in the digital portfolio.

3. An explanation of why advancement will benefit you as a student.

Essays should be submitted in Microsoft Word format (.doc)
