Course Description:

The History and Appreciation of Visual and Performing Arts (HAVPA) is a course required for graduation at Montgomery County High School.  Students will receive a grounding in the arts so that they can appreciate their culture and heritage.  Students will be lifelong consumers of the arts: music, dance, drama, and visual arts, so it is important that they understand the basics of each art form.  The course will cover the development of visual art, music, dance, drama, architecture, and some literature from the earliest known civilizations to the present day.  

By the end of the course, students will be able to:

· Analyze, interpret and evaluate the creation and performance of works in various arts disciplines

· Explain how ideas, thoughts, and traditions of humankind are reflected in the arts

· Compare and contrast different styles within the arts and make a reasonable and educated judgment as to the style or time period of the art based on what you have learned about the development of arts over time.
In order to meet these goals, all sections of HAVPA will be following the Academic Standards for Arts and Humanities.  Occasionally, this will require that student view works that show artistic nudity.  Pieces, such as Michelangelo’s David, are chosen for their overall educational value and because they are considered to be masterpieces that are important to be studied to understand the complete history of that discipline.  Students will be expected to show respect to these works of art and to their fellow classmates.  If you have any concerns, please let me know.

Students will also be expected to participate in all aspects of the course, not as professional performers, but to gain understanding of that particular art form.  Therefore students will be expected to complete art projects, perform in acting scenes, dance, and give oral presentations to the class.  Students will be expected to show respect to their classmates and to help create a safe, understanding classroom that will be focused on learning.
Classroom Expectations:
All school rules will be enforced as described in the MCHS STUDENT HANDBOOK.  In addition, students are expected to show RESPECT and TOLERANCE in all situations.

Grades:  
Students will receive grades for classroom assignments, quizzes, exams, and homework.  Students will be allowed to make-up missed work based on the rules found in the MCHS STUDENT HANDBOOK.  It is the responsibility of the student to obtain and complete make-up work in a timely fashion.  Students may also retake quizzes or exams to improve their scores at the teacher’s discretion.

Make-up Work:
Students are expected to follow the school policy in the MCHS STUDENT HANDBOOK on make-up assignments.  Students are responsible for asking the teacher for the missing assignments in a timely fashion.  Homework is assigned to students to assist in the learning process.  It is very important that students complete all homework and class work that is assigned.  A pattern of excuses will result in a parent-teacher conference.  No make-up work will be accepted after the unit test has been given, except in extraordinary circumstances.
Supply List: Students can bring all of these in at any time in a container with her/his name on the container. I will store them in the room until needed. Be sure your child writes her/his name on the container, but also on the individual items in the container to avoid any confusion. (Permanent marker is recommended.) They can also bring them on a ‘Must Need’ basis, of which I will let them know ahead of time.
