Deadline - Tuesday, March 28, 2023; either postmarked on or before Tuesday, March 28 or delivered to the Westmoreland County Department of Public Works by 4:00 p.m. that day.

Dear Administrator:

The Westmoreland County Bureau of Parks and Recreation is offering grants to local art organizations and local government entities to assist in supporting local art projects and activities.  Organizations must be non-profit corporations or local government entities providing arts programming and/or services in Westmoreland County.  A Federal Identification Number, assigned by the Internal Revenue Service, is required.  
The first step is for you to review the enclosed "Information Sheet" and to determine if you have a project eligible for application.

If you wish to apply, return the enclosed application form to Westmoreland County Bureau of Parks and Recreation by March 28, 2023.  A qualified, independent local arts board will evaluate your form, and awarded projects will be submitted to the Westmoreland County Commissioners for approval by June 8, 2023. All activities must take place between June 1 and December 31, 2023.
PLEASE NOTE:  The Westmoreland County Local Arts Grant Program will grant a maximum of sixty (60%) of total eligible project costs (example: total eligible project expenses = $1,000, the maximum grant permitted will be $600).

WESTMORELAND COUNTY LOCAL ARTS GRANT PROGRAM


2023 Information Sheet

Please read the following criteria carefully and submit a detailed project narrative and budget form.
I
PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

This program is made possible by the Westmoreland County Commissioners. The purpose of the program is to provide funds for community art activities and programs that are available to residents of Westmoreland County. This program will be coordinated and administered by the Westmoreland County Bureau of Parks and Recreation.

II
ELIGIBILITY

Applicants must be non-profit corporations or local government entities providing arts programming and/or services in Westmoreland County. A Federal Identification Number is required and applicants must have tax-exempt status from the IRS. No group will be funded that cannot prove their non-profit status via attachments to the grant applications.

Authority - Pennsylvania Acts 87, 88, 89, 90, 92 of 1979 and Acts 3 and 4 of 1989, specifically authorized county governments to make grants to non-profit arts organizations.
III
FUNDING CATEGORIES

Project grants are awarded to organizations for the support of specific art projects, which they intend to offer to the public. An organization may submit only one support application per year.


Support grants are given for projects in the following program areas:

· Performing Arts to include:  Music, Dance, Theater, and Puppetry
· Visual Arts to include:  Sculpture, Painting, Photography, and Crafts

The Committee’s main goal is to fund artists to perform, to teach, or to do. The Committee does NOT pay


for advertising, art supplies, permanent equipment, transportation, postage, janitorial, security fees, etc.

IV
CRITERIA QUESTIONS

Primary consideration is given to two main factors: potential benefits to Westmoreland County residents and the quality of the grant proposal.  Preference will be given to applications that best answer the following criteria questions:

· What is your project? (Provide a concise narrative description of the program that describes what is to be done and who is going to do it)

· Is this project available to Westmoreland County residents? Will you charge an admission fee?

· What are the dates and time frame of your project? (Projects must take place between June 1 and December 31)

· What is the estimated audience size?

· How will your project serve groups that do not ordinarily have access to the arts?

· Who will be putting on your project? What are their artistic qualifications?

· Does your budget reflect realistic project costs? (i.e. list of confirmed or tentative donors or sponsors, price quotes listed on budget form)

· What is your advertising plan?

· Will a similar project happen in your area? How does your project stand out?
· What is the financial need of your project?
· What is your organization’s ability to carry out the project?

Compliance with these guidelines does not insure that a project will be funded.  If more funds are requested than are available, preference will be given to those applications which best meet grant guidelines. Many deserving projects may be denied or awarded only partial funding.


If the applicant cannot hold their program as described in the application, they must notify the Westmoreland County Bureau of Parks & Recreation within 24 hours of their decision of inability to perform.
V
ACTIVITIES NOT FUNDED

Activities for which these grant funds will not be funded:

· Capital expenditures, including purchase of equipment

· Activities for which academic credit is given

· Activities that have a religious purpose

· Activities that have already taken place

· Projects that fall outside of timetable

· Private performances and exhibitions not available to the general public

· Performances and exhibitions outside Westmoreland County

· Cash prizes and program being held as a fundraising activity

· Hospitality expenses - i.e. receptions, parties, gallery openings, art shows

· Lobbyists' payments

· Competitions
· Arts and crafts instruction for playgrounds, schools, communities, art clubs, etc.

GRANT REQUESTS AND TIMETABLE

A.
Grant Request - There is no maximum amount that an organization can request; however, please keep in mind the total funds available must be distributed to a number of different projects. Most grant awards are between $200-$2,000.



THE WESTMORELAND COUNTY LOCAL ARTS GRANT PROGRAM WILL GRANT A MAXIMUM OF SIXTY (60%) PERCENT OF TOTAL ELIGIBLE PROJECT COSTS.  



(Example; total eligible project expenses = $1,000, the maximum grant permitted will be $600).


B.
Timetable - Applications must be received at the Westmoreland County Bureau of Parks and Recreation by 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 28, 2023 or be postmarked on or before Tuesday, March 28.


Grant Awards will be made and submitted to the Westmoreland County Commissioners for approval by June 8, 2023.


Grant Funds must be used for projects taking place between June 1 and December 31, 2023. 
The final report is due by January 15, 2024.
