2006 – 2007 Associate Program 

Purpose

Founded in 1976, the Rocky Mountain Women’s Institute promotes the intellectual and artistic accomplishments of women by creating a community of artists, writers, and scholars.

Description

The year-long Associateship program supports artists, writers, and scholars in the completion of a creative project.  Each year the Rocky Mountain Women’s Institute selects six to ten Associates providing a stipend ($1250) public presentation/performance opportunity including a one-month exhibition space at the Emmanuel Gallery in Denver.  Associates attend monthly meetings with fellow Associates, participate in Institute events (including the fall reception, the Showcase exhibition and performances, a University of Colorado lecture series as well as other selected events), and make substantial progress or complete proposed projects.  Applicants must reside within commuting distance of Denver, Colorado, as this is not a residency program.

Eligibility

Any person working in literary arts, media arts (film/video), performing arts (music, dance, theatre), visual arts, or independent scholarship is eligible to apply.  Applicants must propose an original, creative project to be completed during their year at the Institute.  Projects may involve new work or work in progress.

Time Line

· Applications must be postmarked on or before April 19, 2006.

· Semi-finalists (those to be personally interviewed) will be notified by the first week of May.

· All interviews will be held in May or early June 2006 at the Institute offices in Denver, CO.

· 2006 – 2007 Associates will be selected and all applicants will be notified in June.

Selection Criteria

· Quality of sample work and project.

· Applicant’s prior achievements / experience in the area of the proposed project.

· Applicant’s commitment to interact with other Associates and participate in Institute activities.

· Applicants need and desire for a women-oriented, cross-disciplinary, supportive environment.

· Relevance of applicant’s project to the Institute’s purpose as stated above.
