Class Expectations: 

What can you expect when you come to class? Well, first off, you can expect that we will be doing something! Lessons/projects are varied and hands on, so you can expect to be an active participant in your learning! Deadlines are set for projects with ample class time given for work.  If you do not use your class time appropriately, you will have to work outside of class to complete your project.
As an Art 2 student, you are expected to participate in contests throughout the year. If you are planning to continue your art education into Art3 and beyond, participation in VASE is required.
Grading Policy:

The district’s grading policy is that daily assignments are worth 50% of the 6 weeks grade with a minimum of 8 different daily assignments. These required 8 assignments will be made up of your class participation, progress on assigned pieces, and appropriate vocabulary/artist handouts. Your participation grade comes from your ACTIVE engagement in class. If you sleep, don’t expect a 100 for your participation grade! Additionally, you will have a participation calendar that you will keep up with daily. This is to remain in your folder and will be checked each week for a daily grade and then the weekly grades will be averaged together for a major grade at the end of each 6 weeks.
The other portion of the 50% comes from tests or projects. I require 4 different projects/pieces each six weeks. Two of these will be assigned pieces as they correlate with subject matter. The third major grade is comprised of assigned sketchbook entries and the fourth is the participation calendar grade.
Supplies:

Most of the supplies can be purchased at The Apple Tree (located on the South Loop, 968-4440). We will need additional items as the year progresses, but these are the items we need now. 
· Pocket folder with brads

· Top Spiral 9x12 100 sheet Sketch Pad
· Colored Pencils (Prismacolor 24C Pencil Set is preferred but not required)
· Art Pencils (two HB, one each of 3B,6B and H)
· Kneaded Eraser 
· Pink Eraser

· 12 Color Soft Pastels (24 colors even better!)
· Fine Point Sharpie (Ultra fine point would also be great)

· Small shoe box for supplies or mesh bag, but it MUST close/zip! Opaque is best so that other students will not look in your bag and get sticky fingers.
· Watercolors (12 tube set) and brushes
You will need access to a camera. We will be combining traditional art practices with modern, digital media. If you have a traditional film camera, you will be asked to bring hardcopies of your work into class. If you have a digital camera, you will need to store your work on a thumb drive.
