Kent Sales moved to approve the routine matters as presented.  The motion was seconded by Chris Nipple, and carried with a 5/1 vote with the no vote from Gil Smith.  
NEW BUSINESS
Permission to move forward with General Obligation Bond 

Kirk Schwarzkopf moved to authorize 1028/additional appropriation public hearing on the projects and proceeds of the general obligation bonds issued to finance projects.  The motion was seconded by Chris Nipple and carried unanimously.  
BOARD COMMENTS 
Cole Rickels – Mr. Rickels thanked the board for the invitation and said that he is very excited to be part of the board meetings.  Mr. Rickels shared that he is extremely grateful for the opportunity and looks forward to bringing a student perspective to the board meetings.  

Chris Nipple – Mr. Nipple asked Mr. Rickels what the mood of the students is without the SRO presence in the building.  Mr. Rickels commented that he can see why an SRO is needed and the safety that is provided to the students by having one on campus.  Mr. Rickels said that he personally has not had an impact, but he is sure it would help the administrators a great deal.  Mr. Nipple thanked Mr. Rickels for his honest answer and said that he is genuinely concerned about student safety and wanted to hear the student perspective. 
Kirk Schwarzkopf – Mr. Schwarzkopf thanked NIPSCO for sponsoring the triathlon, and asked that the newspaper recognize them as a sponsor as well.  Mr. Schwarzkopf said that it takes a community to make things like this run.  Mr. Schwarzkopf welcomed Cole to the board and said that we like to have quality people here so we can have their opinion.  He said that Cole is part of the board, and to not ever be afraid to ask questions.  
Mr. Schwarzkopf said that over the weekend he talked to three or four teachers out at the high school and they wanted to highlight Cody Walker as a custodian that goes well above the means.  Mr. Schwarzkopf also said that he heard that Cody has found other employment somewhere else, but did want to get him noted as a person that was a student and came back and really has made an impression on our staff.  Mr. Schwarzkopf said that he had one other thing, and said that he got home the other day and found a box there.  He said that he has had medical issues from time to time and thought that it was one of his friends playing a joke.  Mr. Schwarzkopf said that he opened up the box and all of the cards that were in enclosed is what it is all about.  Our Kindergarten and Pre-school Class, after class, after class.  He went on to say that it doesn’t take much to stop in and see them and last year he had the opportunity to read with them.  He said the community really needs to understand that there are great things going on.  He went on to say that four or five parents came up to him at parent night and commented that the reason that they are bringing their children here is because it is unique here, they are not at the elementary, they are safe.  They are safe from the trampling of bigger kids that may or may not, but they are safe.  They are getting their education foundation to start.  We having a caring staff over there and he cannot say enough about the great things going on in the school corporation.  He closed sharing that he wants to thank all the staff, the administrators and custodians.
Griffin Anderson – Mrs. Anderson thanked all of the teachers and all of the staff members for a smooth start to the school year.  Mrs. Anderson shared that it is a pleasure to have Mr. Rickels here as part of the board and looks forward to hearing his perspective.  Mrs. Anderson shared that the technology camp sounds really neat and hopes that they can continue to grow with the program.  Mrs. Anderson acknowledged Mrs. Traver for all of her hard work on the triathlon and her hard work that she puts in it to make each year a success.  Mrs. Anderson thanked Mr. Briles for a smooth and seamless start to the school year.  
Kent Sales – Mr. Sales thanked Mr. Rickels for being a part of the board and said how wonderful it is to have student presence and representation on the board.  Mr. Sales said that he’s excited to see the triathlon had another great year.  Mr. Sales closed thanking Mayor Evans for attending the board meeting.  
Gil Smith – Mr. Smith thanked Sam Bieghler for attending the board meeting and discussing the Technology Camp.  Mr. Smith congratulated Myah Abbott on her third overall female win of the DCMS Triathlon and thanked Mrs. Traver for all the hard work that she puts into the event each year.  Mr. Smith welcomed Cole Rickels to the board and shared that the board will be asking him a lot of questions.  He asked that Cole bring things to the board that he and his friends and other students are talking about that we do, don’t do, or should be doing.  Mr. Smith said that he is disappointed in the City Council.  He said that it is a shame that they cannot see the value, even if it’s a part time position for the SRO.  Mr. Smith said that Mr. Briles and Mayor Evans need to get together and figure out how we do this?  The City Police are at the school and working at the school because they have to get called.  We have got to figure out how we bridge it if we have to get additional funding from somewhere, we have to do it.  If we need to put together a committee from the community, the board, whoever, we need to do it, because the SRO is needed.  Mr. Smith is disappointed that they City Council said no, perhaps there is more to it than the flat out no.  Mr. Smith said that we cannot have the police called on a regular basis and hope that they are able to answer the call because they are out there doing something else when we need them.  Mr. Smith shared that he feels that we have had a great start to the school year and he knows that it starts at the bottom.  Mr. Smith thanked the teachers, aides, custodians and everybody that makes our kids feel welcome.  Mr. Smith also thanked the administrators for the great job that they are doing.  
Bill Trueblood – Mr. Trueblood said that he shares in the sentiments of the other board members.  Mr. Trueblood welcomed Cole Rickels to the board and shared that he looks forward to his perspective providing a voice for the students.  Mr. Trueblood thanked everyone that has been involved with such a great start to the school year.  Mr. Trueblood thanked Mayor Evans for attending the board meeting and letting everyone know what happened at the City Council meeting and shared that it is greatly appreciated.
