 CONTINUUM OF SERVICES
IN THE AREA OF VOCATIONAL/CAREER PREPARATION

In considering the appropriate vocational/career preparations courses in developing the student’s graduation and transition plan, the ARD committee should bear in mind the following continuum of services starting with the least restrictive setting.  
1. General Education (Career and Technology Education) courses
2. General Education (Career and Technology Education) with the appropriate modifications

3. Specific designed courses in general education such as Career and Technology Education for the Disabled (CTED) courses
4. Locally designed individual special education vocational courses
“Career and Technology Education” is a general education program that complements and enhances academic preparation by enabling students to apply academic principles to a variety of community and career situations.
“Career and Technology Education for the Disabled” is a separate designed program for students with disabilities that are unable to be successful in a regular career and technology education program with the use of supplementary aids and services.  This program addresses the student’s occupational/training needs in accordance with all applicable laws and regulations.  Any career and technology course may be taught as a Career and Technology Education for the Disabled (CTED) course, but only students with disabilities who are in grades 7-12 may enroll in CTED courses.  CTED classes must be self-contained and must serve special education students only.
“Special Education Vocational Courses” are locally designed courses in special education that will address the student’s occupational/training needs.    

· Community Based Vocational Instruction (CBVI)
· Training to Transition (Triple “T”)

· Work Adjustment 
· Specific special education courses such as Sp. Ed. Computerized Embroidery and Design, Sp. Ed. Print Shop, VAC Preparation 

“Community Based Vocation Instruction” is designed for students with severe mental and /or physical disabilities, for whom paid employment is not immediately obtainable.  These experiences are not intended to replace vocational education, work study, or other school vocational programs.  Rather, they are intended for those students who will need intensive long-term support in order to achieve their vocational objective (U.S. Department of Education, 1992).

“Triple T” is a component of the Community Based Vocational Instruction (CBVI) program for students, ages 18-21, who can benefit from an extensive training program within the community.
“Work Adjustment” is a component of the Vocational Adjustment Program which is designed to prepare students with disabilities to enter the world of work by providing students with work experience within the community.  The program shall be used in conjunction with student’s individual transition plan and only after the school district’s career and technology classes have been considered and determined inappropriate for the student.  The program consists of full-time or part-time employment as determined in the IEP.  The students must be sixteen (16) years old or older and be classified as a junior or a senior in high school.
