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Dear Parents/Guardians:


On behalf of Trevor G Browne’s World History teachers, Greetings! We are often asked by parents at this time of year, “How can my student improve their grade in your class?” This letter is to give you examples of interventions you can take to support your student’s progress towards completing this graduation requirement class and independent adulthood.

1) Make sure your student comes to class. Attending class is the number one factor in passing.

2) Most World History Teachers have a website with notes and assignments posted. Students can also email teachers to get assignments not posted. Completing all assignments is the number two factor in passing a class- we cannot tell how much a student knows without evidence.

3) Encourage your student to use daily Advisory period to catch up after absences, to complete makeup work and retake tests as necessary. 
4) Encourage your student to review World History Topics using Khan Academy. There are excellent video and text reviews of the main topics students need to master to pass the class.
