Course Description
Spanish 4 focuses on the study of complex Spanish grammar and the reading of authentic

Spanish literature. Emphasis is placed on discussing and writing about the literature in Spanish.

Students are expected to speak the target language extensively in class. Students will be
engaged in a variety of activities to foster a better understanding of the language and culture.
