Yearbook 

Yearbook is a year long course offered by Rim High School.  Yearbook has been designed for the student to be involved in his/her school, through leadership, dedication, and hard work.  This course is counted as necessary computer or elective credit needed to graduate.

Expectations:

1.  This class requires a lot of work and therefore it is expected that students will spend the appropriate time, both inside and outside of class, to complete projects.  Students will need to spend time during class, lunches, nutrition, and after school to take pictures, design pages, write copy and get interviews.  Students will also be required to attend events outside of school or if needed, stay after school hours to finish pages.  The classroom is open during nutrition and lunch besides regular class time for those students needing extra time and help.

2.  Pages will be assigned to each student and will be due on pre-set dates.  Deadlines are very important in this class and therefore students will be graded appropriately.  If the yearbook does not make a deadline, a late fee is attached to an already costly book.  We cannot afford these cost and therefore a student’s grade will be dropped a whole grade per each day work is handed in late on deadline days.  This will be excluded on worksheets.

3.  Students are expected to be responsible individuals.  They may not abuse their privileges as a yearbook student by going to lunches or disturbing classrooms.  Equipment in yearbook is very expensive and the student needs to treat it with respect.  If equipment is lost or damaged, the student will be responsible for replacing it.

4.  Due to the nature of this course attendance is very important.  A student may be absent but that does not keep a deadline from coming.  Yearbook is a business, and students need to treat it like a job.  Your grade may be dropped for excessive absences.  This class is not able to be taken during long periods of independent study or home and hospital.  If any of these happen to a student they will be asked to drop the class or take an F.

5. As this is a book that will be a history book of the school, no practical jokes may be placed inside the book.  If something was placed into the book that was not authorized, the student will receive an F.  Students must be hardworking and honest and follow all the rules of yearbook.  It is not just a book of them and their friends, but a book of the student body as a whole.

Course Objectives:

1. To provide the students with the opportunity to create a well made documentation of Rim High School that they can be proud of.

2.  To allow the student to learn how to work under pressure, take responsibility, and follow deadlines for future jobs.

3. To provide an opportunity for students to make artistic judgments regarding various layouts, photographs, and page design and relate those judgments to student efforts in format, design, and presentation, aiming toward professional quality of graphic design.

4. To allow students to learn the use of photo techniques, computer tools, writing skills, and interview techniques to build on their knowledge for future endeavors.

Evaluation

1. Critiques of student pages and layouts. 

2. Class discussions, participation, including interviewing and picture taking.

3. Mini and regular deadlines.

4. Weekly worksheets and practice.
