Graduation Requirements

• Cumulative unweighted GPA MUST be a 2.000 or higher.
o Only final semester and full-year grades affect GPA.
o Semester 1 = Average of Quarter 1% and Quarter 2%
o Semester 2 = Average of Quarter 3% and Quarter 4%
o A = 4.0, B = 3.0, C = 2.0, D = 1.0, F = 0.0

• OJT (On-The-Job Training)
o Opportunity to earn high school elective credit and a paycheck from the 

employer.
o For each period of OJT, student must be working a minimum of 5 hours per 

week at their job.
o This is no longer offered through LOLHS. Students who want OJT next year will 

have an eSchool Off-Campus placeholder and will need to sign up for OJT 
through Pasco eSchool.

o Co-Requisite: DCT Principles is the required co-curricular course with lessons 
and assignments about the world of work (employability skills, workplace safety, 
communication, business ethics, etc.)
o Students earn credit for each OJT period and DCT.

o Having OJT does NOT guarantee a parking pass; Students must be ON 
TRACK for graduation to get a parking pass.
