Try The Harvard Debate Council Diversity Project (“Harvard Diversity Project”) which is 
an official program of Harvard College headquartered in Atlanta, GA.  

The program is a 34-week, accelerated course of study in which students are taught by 
Harvard's assistant debate coach and are exposed to higher-level academic disciplines 
such as philosophy, political science, humanities, and rhetoric.  

After attending class each Saturday from August 2021 through May 2022, students will 
have an opportunity to attend a two-week residency at Harvard in the summer.
