VOLUNTEERING IN ST. JOHNS COUNTY SCHOOLS

Thank you for your interest in volunteering with the St. Johns County School District!  In a continuing effort to provide safety and security to our students and staff we ask that you complete a volunteer application.  Any person volunteering in the school district must complete an application (if they have not previously done so) which will be processed by the School Volunteer Coordinator.  This process can take up to several weeks.  We suggest you apply at the beginning of the year and not wait until the week of an event to turn in your application.  Last minute applications may not be completed in time for your event.  No exceptions will be made unless you have moved into the district within 30 days of application.  All applications are processed through the SJC Sheriff's Office and the sexual offender database maintained by KeepnTrack. 

Applications that are incomplete will not be processed.  All applicants must provide their full legal name including middle name (no nicknames), address, phone, gender, date of birth, social security number, driver's license number(or state I. D. number), and state. You cannot volunteer until your application has been cleared in the system.  Please contact the Volunteer Coordinator at your school for information concerning the progress of your application.

By completing an application you are agreeing to a criminal background check and a sexual offender check.  You are also agreeing to abide by the policies and procedures of the St. Johns County School Board and its facilities while volunteering.  Your personal information will be kept confidential and you are expected to keep any and all information you may see or hear while volunteering confidential.
The St. Johns County School District reserves the right to restrict and/or deny a person's volunteer privilege when deemed necessary.


If you have moved within the district or you child has moved to another school and you have a current application at the previous school, your application may be able to be transferred to the new school. Check with the Volunteer Coordinator at the previous school, ask them to call St. Johns County Schools Volunteer Services and have your application transferred to the new school.  Be certain to update your address and phone number if there have been changes so they will be correct once transferred.
