2. Read the introduction plus the first 12 chapters of They Say/I Say 

3. Read a book of your choice from the list given. 

4. Write an essay (between four and six pages PLUS a works cited page) in which you discuss the 

importance of the social issue in the text you chose. You should use AND MARK a MINIMUM of 6 

different academic “moves” in your response (what you while reading TS/IS) when writing this essay. 

Chapters 1, 2, 4, 5, 6, 7, 9, 10, and 12 are excellent choices to include.  

Please construct an essay that goes beyond summary.  You are picking a position and defending your choice. 

For instance: What is the message about the topic? How is it applicable to life as you know it? Your response to 

the author’s perspective on the topic? Where do you disagree w/the author? Why?  

Your Response MUST: 

 Be typed in a 12 point Times New Roman font.   

 Be correctly formatted according to MLA guidelines (see 

https://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/resource/747/24/ for instructions and examples) 

You will turn in your work during the first week of school --- most likely the first Wednesday.  The 

responses will be assessed for both quality and content. Honest attempts are better than no attempts at all 

(plagiarism is equivalent to a non-attempt).  You have plenty of time to think, edit, and revise; please do 

so. 

COMPLETE assignments that are turned in on time will be afforded the opportunity for partial revision 

and an improved grade.
