· SAC business (Mrs. Kerly)- Budget update, launch of SAC surveys and SAC survey question follow up.

The current SAC budget is 4,271.97. The SAC survey has launched with incentives from teachers to receive a homework pass for each completed survey.  School recognition funds have been released in the amount of $8,37082.

· Principal’s Report (Dr. Goricki)
1. Teachers are currently engaging in professional development in literacy and iReady lead by literacy coach Sherri McLellan.  Academic Progress monitoring through data hats and classroom observations. 

2. The Nest Extended day program update:  The Nest will have achieved the minimum goal of $48K in revenue in order to continue/expand the program.  There currently is a waitlist of 20 students.
3. PMHS Geo Pattern Vertical communication.

4. HAC Use: Teachers have been reporting a low percentage of HAC logins to view/assess student report cards.  One week post 2nd quarter report cards were made available there was a 20% login by parent population.  Dr. Goricki requested feedback from the committee regarding preference for printed report cards.  The committee conveyed preference to return to printed report cards.
· PTO Update (Mrs. Curtin)- Winter Dance, etc.
The upcoming Winter Dance will be held on Friday, February 7th from 6-8p.  Entrance fee will be $1 per student. PTO has requested snack donations for students.  Also, returning from last year will be the raffle.  There are 50 items available for raffle with tickets being sold for $1 each.

· Community Connections (Mrs. Phillips, etc)- Updates on programs offered at the public library and any other news from the team

Alex Phillips distributed the February Calendar of events to be held at the South East Branch Library and briefly discussed new programs. 
· District Updates (Mr. Mignon, if applicable)
Mr. Mignon updated the committee on current affairs in the district.  He presented the importance of the proposed .5 cent sales tax which raised over 20 million dollars last year.  The county continues to meet growth through new school construction.  The proposed Mill Creek High School land was purchased at $100K per acre.  Overall construction estimated to be around $7.2 million.  Additionally, the county has difficulty acquiring qualified nurses to meet the needs of approximately 10K students diagnosed with chronic illness.
