1. Margaret H. Rollins School of Nursing Application or University of 

Delaware Dual Application 

2. Current High School transcript through the completion of the junior year 

3. One (1) High School teacher letter of recommendation 

4. Brief essay on the following: 

• interest in nursing 

• experiences in nursing or healthcare (i.e. – certified nursing assistant, 

high school classes, health-related job, health-related community 

activities) 

• career goals 

5. Submit transcripts, letters of recommendation, and essays electronically to  

schoolofnursing@beebehealthcare.org. 
 

II. Selection of the Recipient(s) 

A. The Student Services committee will review the applicants’: 

1. Eligibility 

2. Essay 

B. A maximum of five (5) scholarships will be awarded per academic year. 

C. Recipient selection will be made by June 1st.  Recipients will be guaranteed a seat in 

the program, contingent upon successful completion of enrollment requirements at 

the student’s college of choice.
