Requirements:

 Title in Spanish, such as (“Lo que hice el verano pasado”, “Mis aventuras del verano pasado”, 
etc.) 2 points

 At least 7 sentences are provided (in Spanish). 14 points
o Sentence structure is correct.

 Proper use of the preterite tense verbs 7 points
 Proper use of vocabulary from any unit (at least 1 vocab. word per sentence). 10 points
 At least 1 picture/illustration should be included for each sentence. 7 points
 Neat, creative & colorful. 10 points
 Rough draft of your sentences. (+5 points)

 It may be typed. Gather up pictures at home & bring to class.
 It is a quiz grade; therefore completion of this project should be a work of art!
