
Nearly 1800 students, staff, and partners gathered on December 5th 
and 7th to view Superintendent Luvenia Jackson, Captain Barrington 
Irving, staff members and students from North Clayton High School 
(NCHS), North Clayton Middle School (NCMS), Riverdale Middle 
School (RMS), and Sequoyah Middle School (SMS) arrival by helicopter 
for a special Science, Technology, Engineering and Math (STEM) 
presentation as the district implements The Flying Classroom STEM 
Curriculum. “Students are confronted with personal, academic, and 
technical challenges every day and with a purposeful STEM curriculum, 
we are better equipped to develop their mental tenacity to present 
solutions to real world problems that exist today, tomorrow and 
beyond. This encourages life-long learning,” said Dr. Eboni Chillis, 
Clayton County Public Schools’ Coordinator of Career, Technical and 
Agricultural Education. “We are thrilled to have a STEM curriculum of 
this magnitude for our students in Clayton County led by someone as 
accomplished as Captain Irving and we look forward to a successful 
partnership with him as a valued STEM Partner in Education,” said 
Superintendent Luvenia W. Jackson. 

Created by Captain Barrington Irving, the curriculum is described as a 
“global journey”, The Flying Classroom features STEM+ Expeditions in 
near real time, incorporating literacy, math, science, technology and 
critical thinking that are aligned to National Academic/Technical 
Standards.                           

Raised in inner city Miami, Florida, Capitan Irving is the first black pilot to fly solo around the world and 
holds the Guinness World Record as the youngest person to fly solo around the world at the age of 23. 
Prior to founding the Flying Classroom in 2014, Irving created Experience Aviation, a nonprofit that offers 
hands-on STEM based programs and career guidance to elementary, middle and high school students in 
Florida, Texas and Georgia.

These experiences provide a glimpse of daily 
operations of a business. Clayton County’s CTAE

Supporting Health Science pathways, SRMC 
professionals conducted presentations covering a 
variety of healthcare career options. The various 
careers in the industry that directly align with 
CTAE pathways include: marketing, nursing, 
business and administration, finance and 
programming.  

SRMC Marketing Director, Blake Keller 
emphasized the hospital operates much like a 
“small city” and offers a wide variety of 
professional advancement. The afternoon 
included a tour of the medical scanning and 
surgery departments. Human Resources offered 
valuable information on the application and hiring 
process, and employer expectations. 

 

In this pathway, students learn how to work 
directly with patients and are exposed to areas 
such as patient care, treatment, counseling and 
health education information. This is followed 
by anatomy and physiology, a vital part in most 
healthcare post-secondary education programs. 
The completion of this pathway includes 
introducing students to skills and knowledge 
utilized in a medical office, the structure of 
healthcare in the United States, healthcare 
providers, and the structure and function of 
professional organizations.
