Spring 2022 Dual Enrollment (DE) requests are now being processed. New students to DE will need to bring 
their completed application to an SSC campus or email it by December 3. Existing DE students need to 
complete their registration by December 17. Students should familiarize themselves with the dual enrollment 
process by reviewing the information on THIS page. Be sure to scroll down to the “Steps to Apply” section for 
full details on how to register.  
 
On December 6 & 7, seniors will be submitting their Bright Futures Scholarship application during Economics 
or US Government classes.  In this application, students are asked to provide their Social Security number. If 
this information is unknown the system will not be able to fully process the application.  Seniors, please come 
prepared with your Social Security Number as the school does not have access to this information. If you do 
not know or do not wish to provide this information you will be given a 'pseudo number'. You will need to go 
back in at a later time to update your application with the correct information.
