You will create a presentation about themes from the films we’ve viewed:  A Raisin in the Sun, 
Great Gatsby, Of Mice and Men, and The Piano Lesson.  For each film you should discuss the 
following:

 For each character discuss what their “dream” is, how that dream is/is not realized
 Define in your opinion of what the “American dream” is.  Ask an adult (parent/guardian, 

grandparent, teacher) for their definition of the “American dream.” Discuss 
similarities/differences and reasons why

 What would you consider to be obstacles in one achieving his/her “dream” 
 Give examples of people (famous and not) you believe are living the “American dream”
 Discuss one person (famous or not) who overcame obstacles and is living the “American 

dream.”

You may create any type presentation of your choice (powerpoint/prezi, poster board, video, 
etc…).  You must present on the day of your final exam.  
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
