Google Classroom:

Students will also be uploading their completed assignments as well as answering discussion 
posts regarding the assigned literature. Students will be automatically uploaded into the English 1 google 
classroom by the district.

Infinite Campus 
All grades will be posted in Infinite Campus and updated weekly.  Students and parents will have access to 
Infinite Campus to keep track of grades in all classes at Ola High School.  It is imperative to monitor grades on 
a regular basis.  Monitoring grades builds student agency and independent learning.  This is one of our goals as 
an educator for students to become advocates of their learning and success.  In addition, it does make a 
difference when students know their grades are being monitored regularly by parents or guardian. Please email 
if you have any questions regarding a graded assignment or assessment.  
 
Make-up Work/Late Work  
Students are expected to make-up work when absent.  The amount of time allowed for turning in make-up 
work is based on the Henry County Handbook and is determined by the days absent (# of days absent = 
number of days allowed to make-up work).  If an assignment or assessment is missing, a (M) will be added into 
Infinite Campus until the assignment/assessment is turned in.  The penalty of late points will be determined by 
the school policy.   
 
 
Grading Scale 
Practice 40% Formative assessments are on-going assessments to evaluate 

understanding and redirect instruction of the Standards.   

Assessments 40% Summative assessments are unit assessments which evaluate the 
mastery of the Standards.  This includes vocabulary assessments and 
the final copy of all writing assessments. 
   
*Students are allowed 1 retake for each unit assessment. 

Semester Exams 20% Semester assessments which evaluate the mastery of the Standards.
