Pasco eSchool Advanced Placement Policy and Expectations

AP Exam Requirements: eSchool AP courses are designed for students to achieve college credit. Florida online students are required to take the May AP Exams as part of eSchool AP course requirements. AP course credit will
not be issued to a student's high school transcript until verification of participation in an AP Exam. This occurs at the end of May each year. Students should check with zoned school to find location and date for the Spring exam.

Pasco eSchool Dual Enrollment
A separate application is required to enroll successfully in Dual Enrollment classes. Please request an application from your school counselor. An un-weighted cumulative 3.0 GPA and appropriate ACT, SAT, or PERT scores are
required. All requirements must be met to participate in dual enroliment.
