 Work daily with my child at home to help increase learning 

and emphasize the importance of reading, writing, and math. 

 Review sample questions with my child to help prepare them 

for the state assessment, Georgia Milestones Assessment 

System. 

 Listen to weekly School Status recordings, read and review 

materials sent home in order to stay up to date on current 

happenings at school. Sign the student agenda daily so that 

the teacher can see that we have an open line of communica-

tion.
