This data sheet includes information such as
academic data, information about classroom habits, children that should not be placed in the
same classroom and other special needs and considerations. We try to match each student with
the teacher whose strengths we feel will best complement his/her needs. We then carefully bal-
ance each class in order to insure a diverse and equitable group of students for each teacher.
