Decorate with Many Colors : What's  a birthday without  decorations? Here's a 
great activity to do with younger children: Make the classic paper chains using black, 
white, red, yellow, and brown construction paper to represent the various skin tones 
found across our nation. Show kids the symbolism behind the craft: "Each link repre-
sents a hand, and our chain reminds us that Dr. King joined hands with people of all 
colors when he marched for freedom." A variation on this theme: Children can trace 
their own hands, then color them in using different skin-tone shaded crayons.
