How are the boys 
described?  What do Piggy and Ralph’s involvement in and reactions to the event suggest
about their characters?  How do Jack and his tribe react to the incident?

2. How does Jack change when he becomes the elected leader?  Why is the image of his 
appearing stark naked so significant?  Why does he give a new name to the hunters?

3. What is significant about blind Piggy carrying the conch shell as they head to Jack’s 
tribe?  How do Piggy and the conch’s fate relate?  Why are they significant?  Consider 
also the cause of Piggy’s death.

4. Describe the boys’ rescue.  What is ironic about the fire involved?  How are the boys 
described when adults are present?  What is significant about the adults that do rescue the
boys and their reactions to the boys?
