LEAD

Consider running for office, serving as

a committee chair, or volunteering for a
specific responsibility at least once each
year. Respect and support other chapter
leaders in their duties and responsibilities.

SUPPORT

Be a champion and encourage the ongoing
use of democratic principles in all aspects
of chapter activity. Be fair.
