MEMORANDUM of UNDERSTANDING

Academic Year 2006-2007
This Memorandum of Understanding is entered into between NEW COLLEGE OF FLORIDA, 5800 Bay Shore Road, Sarasota, Florida, hereinafter referred to as “The Provider” and THE SCHOOL BOARD OF SARASOTA COUNTY, FLORIDA, hereinafter referred to as “The Board.”  This memorandum is a part of the Governor’s Opportunity Alliance, which was developed in 2000 upon invitation of Governor Jeb Bush to Florida’s public and independent colleges and universities to contribute to the general goal of improving public education and, more specifically, as a component of the One Florida Plan.

Science Outreach for Students (SOS) – a program linking New College Environmental Studies to community classrooms to teach science.

I.
The Provider agrees:

A. To provide two Science Lectures and hands-on experiences for one or more Science class at Booker Middle School, two Guided Nature Walks for students and their families, and at least one Interpretive Field Trip for Booker Middle School science teachers to an environmentally sensitive nature area during the 2006-2007 school year.

B. To provide a Science Outreach for Students (SOS) Coordinator, who will train teams of New College Environmental Studies students, coordinate with a designated faculty or administrative staff member at Booker Middle School, arrange program dates and details, and maintain data on the program.

C. To initiate Science Lectures by October 20, 2006 and complete all activities outlined above by May 27, 2007.
D. That before any of its students or agents will be permitted on school grounds while Booker Middle School students are present, such students or agents will be fingerprinted and have their backgrounds checked as provided by Florida law.  The Provider’s students and agents will coordinate with The Board to arrange a mutually convenient time for The Board to conduct the fingerprinting.  The Provider will bear the cost of the fingerprinting/background checks.  The Board has the right to refuse entry onto its school grounds to any individual whose background check does not meet the requirements established by The Board pursuant to Florida law.
E. To require all New College participants to receive a copy of the Sarasota County Code of Student Conduct and to comply with the county adopted dress code for Sarasota County Students during their tutor/mentor visitations.

F. To require that all New College participants conduct themselves in a professional manner and adhere to the Code of Ethics and the Principles of Professional Conduct of the Education Profession in Florida, Rule 6B – 1006, F.A.C.

II. The Board Agrees:

Booker Middle School will:

A. Provide the use of a classroom for the program on campus as designated by the services to be rendered.

B. Designate the Science Department Chairperson(s) as primary contact for the Science Outreach for Students program.

C. Circulate information to science teachers and select the Science Class or Classes for participation in the Science Outreach for Students program; facilitate and maintain contact between the Booker Middle School Science Teacher(s) and the New College Coordinator of the Science Outreach for Students program.

D. Designate a Booker Middle School instructor to be in attendance at all lectures and student activities.

III. Miscellaneous Provisions

A. This agreement will remain in effect for the dates specified above unless terminated by either party with 30 days written notice.

B. “The Board” and “The Provider” will make every effort to resolve any program concerns which may arise under this agreement at the lowest possible level.

C. “The Board” retains the right to discontinue the participation of any individual who does not fulfill the expectations of the “The Board.”
