L'usage de l'article déefini avec les parties

du corps

*In French, parts of the body are usually
introduced by the definite article (le, la, or
les) and not by a possessive adjective
(mon, ma, mes, ton, ta, tes, etc)




Les verbes réflechis

» Washing, dressing, and going to bed are activities that we
do every day.

* In French, these activities (and activities like them) are

Parts of a Reflexive Verb

- Se laver (to wash oneself)

se + laver
Reflexive Pronoun Regular infinitive

The reflexive pronoun tells you to whom the action is being
done / on whom the action is being performed.

It will ALWAY'S agree with the person performing the action
— these are actions that people to (mostly) to themselves.



Subject-reflexive pronoun-verb

* The reflexive pronouns usually precedes the verb.

* |l se réevellle.

* Elle se parle.

* lIs se parlent chaque jour.




Reflexive pronouns

*Me / m’ = myself *Nous = ourselves
- Te / t' = yourself *Vous = yourself,
yourselves

*Se /s’ = himself or
herself - Se / s’ = themselves
OR each other (m/f)

se laver (to wash oneself)

When to use a reflexive verb

* The action is reciprocal; It REFLECTS upon the person doing
it.

* The verb has a reflexive pronoun (always SE in the infinitive
form).

* The subject is performing the action on him- or herself (or
each other).

- Example:
- Je me lave les cheveux. | wash my (own) hair.
» Tu tamuses bien a la boum? Did you have fun at the party?

* Nous allons nous marier. We are going to marry each other.



La construction : Je me lave les mains

- Je me lave les mains.
| am washing my hands.

* Tu te laves la figure.
* You are washing your face.

- Stéphanie se brosse les dents.
+ She is brushing her teeth.



La construction : Je me lave les mains

* To describe actions that one performs on one’s own body,
the French use the construction:

* Subject + reflexive verb + LE/LA/LES + body part

- To get ready, to prepare oneself

* To have fun

* To relax, to rest
