This year we have created district Quarterly Checks in order to provide meaningful
information to inform teaching and learning in our schools. Quarterly Checks will
provide a way for us to:
e Meet the requirements of the above statute
e Have a quick, common and consistent way to check on our students’ progress in
each content area throughout the school year and across the district
e Help teachers focus on planning for and responding to instruction and student
needs (each check is designed to communicate a student’s progress on the
standards just taught)
e Communicate student progress towards mastery of standards to both student and
parent, as well as how a student compares to their peers in the same class or course
e Adjust curriculum and instructional plans and programs at the teacher, school and
district level

Quarterly Checks will be part of your child’s instruction just like any other learning
activity.
