· SAC budget (Mrs. Kerly) 
The current SAC budget is $8,359. Approved Sub spending for DRA testing.  Once the funds are moved to DRA sub spending, around $1600 will be left in the budget.  Mrs. McLellan and Mrs. Baker has requested funds for SIPS. SIPS is a phonemic awareness program for remediation identified through DRA testing.  Kits are $1000/each.  A second kit is needed for first graders at $1000.  Also supports principal SIP goals to increase the lowest quartile readers.

· Principal’s Report (Dr. Goricki)- Update on the SIP presentation at the school board, 5 Star Award, etc.
Classroom observations have begun and will end in mid-April.  Focus on differentiating this year, placing into groups. Professional development occurring as well.  Teachers must learn new assessment tools DRA, SIPS to determine how kids are performing diagnostically. Hartley was awarded the GOLDEN School award for the 26th consecutive year. This is highest award given to a Florida school.   
· Fundraiser/PTO Update (Mrs. Curtin)- Boosterthon!
Majority of students have registered, 60% have made pledges.  Goal $25,000. So far $20,000 is pledged to date.
