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THE ACADEMIC PROGRAM

Lake Howell offers 7 credits a year and is on a modified block schedule. Students attend classes on alter-
nating days for approximately 90 minute periods. Full credit courses run the length of the school year,
while half-credit courses meet either from August to January or from January to June. Students are in
class from 7:20 a.m. - 2:20 p.m. Monday/Tuesday/Thursday/Friday and from 7:20 a.m. - 1:20 p.m. on
Wednesdays.

There are two programs of emphasis at Lake Howell High School: Culinary Arts and Entrepreneurship. In
culinary, students gain experience with on-site catering while using commercial equipment, safety, and
sanitary procedures. The entrepreneurship program introduces the business industry to students through
a broad curriculum. Instruction focuses on business management and law.

In 2017-18, Lake Howell added an Associate of Arts in Business partnering with Seminole State College.
