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Students who are English Language Learners may benefit from using a Translation Glossary for
mathematics tests. These students should have the Translation Glossary option selected in ART for
the appropriate language. See the Translation Glossaries section in the Usability, Accessibility and
Accommodations Guidelines, availahle on the Smarter Balanced website, for information on how to
determine if this support is appropriate for particular students.

The following steps are designed to help Test Administrators and students access the correct
embedded Glossary designated support.

Accessing Glossaries

The embedded Glossary designated support is available as a language support provided for
selected construct-irrelevant terms for mathematics tests only,
